Dear Guest, 
Please find attached a confirmation for your forthcoming reservation.  Please take a moment to double 
check the dates of your arrival and departure, deposit paid and site/unit allocation.  If you find any problems 
please contact our Office on (08) 8554 2134. 
 
Below are some FAQ’s that may help in your planning. 
 
What time can I come in and when do I have to leave? 
Arrival time is scheduled for 2.00pm onwards.  Unfortunately at times of capacity no check-in’s can be 
accepted before this time. 
Departure time is scheduled for 10.00am.  As sites may need irrigation and mowing in preparation for the 
next guest, it is essential that you vacant the site/unit by 10.00am on the departure date. 
 
How do I settle my account when other family members are sharing the site? 
All accounts must be settled in full upon arrival.  If you have various family members sharing the reservation 
period, you will need to arrange their financial contribution prior to arriving.  Current prices (based on 2 
people) are listed below to assist your planning. 
We understand that family members come and go during holidays.  Unfortunately due to some abuse of our 
honour system, we will require payment on extra guests upon their arrival.  It is essential that all overnight 
guests register and pay their fee directly with the Office.

****Please note that sites 142, 171, 172, 196, 197, 221, 222, 244 & 245 are now classified as 
beachfront sites. 
 
Can I drop my van off a day or so early or store it somewhere in the Park? 
If you are booked in straight after Christmas Day and are thinking of bringing down your van a day or so 
ahead, we can only offer van storage on site from the weekend prior being 23rd or 24th December.  The cost 
is $3 per day and no power or annexe can be connected until the site is fully occupied. 
 
Other general site information: 
�  The maximum number of people permitted on a site is 6 irrespective of their ages and this must not 

be exceeded. 
�  Please do not use canvas, carpet or plastic for an annexe floor.  Shade cloth is the best and most 

effective option. 
�  All cyclists must wear a helmet at all times within the Park.  Parents, please set the example! 
�  One car is allowed, however an additional car or boat will only be permitted if there is adequate 

space.  There will be a charge of $2 per day for the extra vehicle. 
�  If you are expecting visitors during your stay, please advise them in advance that we have a boom 

gate and they will not have vehicle access into the Park.  The car park at the Bridge entrance is 
available for visitor parking. 

�  Please respect your neighbours and the site boundaries.   
�  Relax and have fun with your friends and family!
